The
fuselage is made with balsa skin covered with a Kevlar
impregnated resin. Oklahoma State built the fuselage and
are partners in this project.

FAA approval for the flight. The balloon launch is to be at about 7:00AM, possibly from
our field but more likely to be further east. The plane uses a Piccolo auto pilot with
GPS and the semi-autonomous landing will be between FTC and Denver. Wings de-
ploy at 50,000 ft. which simulates the thin atmosphere of Mars. An “emergency scuba
tank” from spareair.com is used to inflate the wings after parachuting to the desired alti-
tude. Urethane coated rip stop nylon suitable for -70F is used for the wing.

Check out “BIG BLUE” at the University of Kentucky web site. NASA AMES is also
working on this and has inflatable wings on their timeline!

Frequency pins for Spektrum and other spread spectrum transmitters will be put on the
frequency board and should be used as a courtesy so other fliers know you didn’t just
forget one of the “old fashioned” designated frequency pins.
