At this time, The AMA Executive Council position on UAV's is that they are not a part of the AMA
program and chartered club model flying sites should not be used for this purpose, including university research
projects. Autonomous flight is restricted by language in the AMA Safety Code as a result of an Executive Council
decision. Furthermore there would be no liability coverage for AMA Individuals, Chartered Clubs or site owners.

At a time when most modelers are spending time in their shops |
seem to be spending mine in the shops of others. This time my trav-
els took me to Greeley at the home of Bill Moxon.

Bill has been a member of Love-Air for about 5 years but | quickly
found his flying is not limited to just Drake Field. His work takes him
to Fort Lupton where he an Application Engineer for Vehicle
Systems Inc. These guys supply heating systems to the builders of
the large Class A type motor homes. His job responsibilities have
him working quite often at the sites of their customers, many of
which are in Indiana and Oregon. | also gathered that Bill is of the
type to keep busy and make the most of his time. As a result he
often packs an electric or soaring plane in his suit case.

The top photo shows Bill launching his slope plane at the site of
the Wright Brothers Memorial in North Carolina. He’s flown at the
AMA’s National Flying in Muncie and off gorgeous slopes in
Oregon.

He said his flying skills have improved tremendously thanks in part
to flying sail planes and different slope soaring planes.

By now you might be asking the question just how does he pick his “subjects” anyway? Mostly it's a
personal curiosity. Usually directed towards someone that has been visibly active in the hobby and a
relatively new member of Love-Air. Andy Hiller certainly meets those qualifications but there is more.
Besides sharing an interest in r/c we have a couple of other things in common. The first is a love of
tennis. Avid could be attached to both of us when it comes to tennis. A bit more indirect but the second is
racing in the vintage car series. I'm not a racer but my brother is so on occasion I've attended a few of his
races. | certainly wasn't scraping the bottom of the barrel as Andy mentioned when | first approached
him.

To fund his recreational activities Andy spends his
working hours as a Public Information Officer for the
City of Loveland - providing information about the
Loveland city government to the public, primarily
Loveland-area residents and businesses. On
numerous occasions when I'm surfing the TV
channels I've happened onto a program on the local
cable channel and seen Andy narrating a panel
discussion or interviewing a city official.

| was curious about what “drove” Andy to switch
from racing vintage cars, Formula Fords and racing
karts to flying r/c planes. For him it was his one and
only racing accident - and it was a frightening
experience just to hear him retell it. It was in the
spring of 2001, only the second race of the season.
Andy was in his racing kart. These karts aren't anything like what you might have driven at the former
Alpine Autobahn fun park. They're fast! Apparently it's a common practice to race a track in it's normal
direction and then in reverse at other times. This was one of those other times. As Andy approached the
pit entrance area at near top speed another exited the pits in the wrong direction. At a closing speed in
excess of 100 MPH to two karts collided head on. Andy and the other driver had to be air lifted to
hospitals. Amazingly both survived. For the next 5 months Andy was bedridden while recovering from a
multitude of serious injuries to both legs and arms.

On a happier note, later that year he was able to
attend the Big Bird Festival. He quickly related to
Neil's comments about the attraction to an activity
that makes noise, burns fuel and costs money. Andy
appreciates that this hobby is less expensive, less
time consuming and that he’s not in the plane if it
crashes. Much like Chris Gallo he was exposed to
r/c because of the BBF. He joined Love-Air in 2002
and was an Officer in the Club in 2004 and 2005.

You gotta love his energy towards the hobby.

While talking about the cost of the hobby Andy said
he probably flies 50-60 times per year. Seems like |
see him there every time I'm there so I'm guessing it
might be 2-3 times that amount. I've observed him
transition from a trainer with an auto pilot to a number
of sport planes. Currently he has some sport, 3D type and electrics. Always looking to get better he
hopes to have a pattern/IMAC style plane in the near future. He has also proposed the idea of having
training sessions dedicated to aerobatics for the coming flying season. | for one would take advantage of
this as well.
