3"Y Annual Heli Fun Fly - A success!

On June 25", 26" & 27", the Love-Air and Rocky Mountain
Modeleers collectively hosted the 3 Annual Northern Colorado Heli
Fun Fly at Drake Field. Thirty pilots from near and far joined us to
enjoy the weekend. The majority of pilots were from Colorado,
however, pilots from Nebraska, Minnesota and even Virginia were

part of the fun.

The early part of the week proved to be rainy & dreary; this gave the organizers (Don Simon and Dan
St.John) one more thing to worry over. Luckily the weather broke and Chris Ferrero did get the field
mowed on Thursday (Thanks Chris!).

On Friday we had 10 to 12 pilots arrive to stake out their
tables and get in some early flying. Saturday morning saw
the majority of the pilots arrive, ready for the day. We also
had a surprise visitor, a full size Bell Jet Ranger (right)
dropped by. The pilot was very gracious and allowed all
who wanted a close up view of his fine helicopter. His visit
was unfortunately cut short by the first of two
thunderstorms that rolled through.

Saturday morning we held the novice and intermediate competitions. In novice, the pilots had to perform
a pad-hop, touching 4 landing pads in a clockwise then a counterclockwise order. There score was the
difference between both runs. They also were challenged by a bottle knock; the pilot had to knock over 4
water bottles as quickly as possible. In the intermediate contest, the pilots had a modified bottle knock;
they had to knock 2 bottles off of a card table. The trick being that the heli experiences ground effect from
the table and wants to drift away from the table. They also had a pylon race; the pilot had to complete 4
laps around 2 pylons (one heli at a time) as quickly as possible.

The noontime demo went off very smoothly. Chuck Birt
from Denver flew his Bergen G-23 powered gasser heli and
then had he came back again a few flight later with his
Mikado Bionic electric heli. Eric Balay, also from Denver,
showed off his 3D skills with his Raptor 90. Next up was
Love Air's own Mark Klawin demonstrating his scale flying
skills with his Vario Jet Ranger. Greg St.John flying the
Vario JetCopterSX turbine heli followed Mark. Last but not

least, Josh Moen, who had flown in from Minnesota for the
event, put on a super show with his Hirobo Freya X-Spec.

The expert event was rain delayed. We started on Saturday, got 1 flight in and the 2" rainstorm rolled
through. The Expert competition consisted of 2 parts, the ‘fast four’ and an autorotation event. In the ‘fast
four’ the pilot must take off, perform a loop, roll, 540 degree stall turn and an autorotation landing from 50’
altitude. (The fastest time, by Eric Balay of Denver, was 17.5 seconds! | can’'t even describe it that fast!)
In the autorotation event, the pilots must perform 3 autorotation landings as close to a spot as possible.

Saturday night 24 pilots, crew and visitors enjoyed a BBQ Beef & Chicken dinner at the field catered by
Hot Chili’'s Catering, followed by some night flying. If you have never witnessed night-flying, it is quite a
sight to see. The heli's are lit up with glow wire and
Cyalume sticks along with special night blades which have -'
lights embedded into them, so that they prescribe a circle 1
of light when up to speed. It is hard to believe what these
men do with their helis in the dark!

Sunday morning, we completed the Expert event and
also held the scale contest. The three scale contenders
did a great job building their models and amazed everyone
with their flights in less than ideal wind conditions. First
and second place were only separated by 3 points (out of a

possible 400) so it was a very close race. Tom Powers giving us a flyby as he left the field.

Sunday also saw two full size helis arrive. Tom
Powers from Denver, who had been at the event
Saturday flying his models, flew in with a Schweitzer
300 and another old R/C buddy, Bill Murphy arrived in
his Bell Jet Ranger. Due to the wind direction, we
parked Tom & Bill on the south side of the field.

The Awards ceremony closed out the official event
at 1:00 PM. The Awards ceremony was followed by
the pilot’s prize drawing. The grand prize, a Raptor
50 heli kit complete with engine & blades (supplied by
Things with Wings) was won by Glenn Contouris of
Longmont. As a memento of the event, we took each
pilots photo with their heli and presented them a
“Certificate of Attendance” printed on photo paper the
next day.
