There are three updates to the last version of the Flying Field Regulations and Proce-
dures that was included in last month’s newsletter.  The updates are as follows: 
Section I - General 
10. The proper authorities should be summoned in case of any disturbance or emer-

gency situation.  Call 911, describe your type of emergency and ask for assistance.  
Describe your location as Highway 14, 4.5 miles west of Ault between county roads 
25 and 27.  The field is .3 miles south of the highway.  If possible have someone 
meet them at the highway turn off and describe their vehicle to the emergency per-
sonnel. 

Section II - Safe Operation Procedures 
1. It is recommended that a licensed driver other than the pilot be present during the 

operation of R/C aircraft to assist in the case of an emergency with the pilot.  Do not 
fly alone.  

13. For helicopter flying, all helicopter training and testing shall be done at the desig-
nated helicopter pad area and vertical flight shall be limited to 15 feet.  All vertical 
and forward helicopter flights shall use the main flight line.  When possible, use the 
airspace above the grass area immediately East of the runway so as not to interfere 
with aircraft in the standard oval traffic pattern.
