Most of the big names were there, 
Quique flew very well and was a gentleman as 
usual, Frank Noll and his son put on an excellent 
formation flying demonstration and Mark Leseberg 
Jr. was there with his electric 42% aircraft.   
Awesome flying with probably 7 pilot stations open 
at once and up to 8 aircraft in line at each station.  
Bob Sadler was the announcer this year and on the 
last day of the event even interviewed me and let me 
tell the crowd about the Big Bird Festival.

and proceeded to do a horizontal figure-8 harrier over the 
field… but not just any harrier.  I here and now want to 
name this maneuver the “twist drill harrier”… This plane 
was a 42% electric with a very neat engine whine from the 
big gearbox being used with the 4 motors.

The flight line went on for ever with a very nice  
plastic fence (complete with flower beds in front) separating the endless rows of trailers from the field and flight line.

By the way the Big Bird ad is in this month’s Model 
Aviation on page 136 so take a look and give out lots of brochures to everyone you meet.  There is still room for a 
big public model aircraft event for the west.  Let’s make the Big Bird that type of event.  Please volunteer and invite 
the entire planet and thank Bob Wallace once again for our beautiful brochures.
