Love Air R/C Club Meeting February 11, 2009

Craig Schriner was visiting tonight. He is the
manager of HobbyTown in Fort Collins and is
going to join the club. (Welcome Craig!)

Our guest speaker for the evening was Wade
Kloos, owner of Scale Pursuit Models, based
in the Highlands Ranch area. Wade spoke
and showed a video of the large scale war-
bird model kits which his company produces.
The current T-34 kits are made of machined
EPP foam with a polycarbonite skin. (Take a

look at his company web site for more informa-
tion- www.scalepursuit.com )

The treasurers report was presented and ap-
proved by unanimous voice vote. Details are not
published but are always available to club mem-
bers by contacting our treasurer.

Dan presented a 2009 budget proposal.
Van made a motion to approve, it was
seconded and approved by unanimous
voice vote.

A proposal was shown for a new run-
way to be built in the field west of our
current parking area. This would be for
electrics only. Jim Hamm presented
this on behalf of himself, Tyler Hawker
and Lewis Van Dyke.

The 24 x 300 foot runway would be
made of asphalt underlayment fabric
used by many clubs in recent years.
There would also be a taxiway and sev-
eral tables for equipment.




The runway would be built west of the small
ditch (just west of the gravel parking lot)
toward the south end between the oil tanks
and south fence line. Flying would be to the
west. Grading (smoothing) would need to
be done but there is a volunteer to do that.
The new field is intended to relieve conges-
tion at the main field. It would be for NON-
giant electrics only and would be limited to
radios on 27 MHz and 2.4 GHz only.

Jim Brink noted that the Modeleers like their
recent runway extension made of the same
fabric.

The total cost of the field would be $2000
including fabric and tables.

Jim Brink made a motion to approve. Dave
Kler seconded. The voice vote to approve
was unanimous except for one no vote
(desiring more information and discussion
before the vote.)

Bob Ferrero brought his "new" Cessnha Bird
Dog L19E for show and tell. The wingspan
is 105" and has a G-38 gas engine. Bob
shared a bit about a carburetor problem
caused by a hardened diaphragm and how
he found the problem and repaired it.

Van mentioned that he likes Micro Fiber
rags to dust a wing before covering. They
don't have the potential for leaving wax on
the surface like tack cloth can do.

The meeting was adjourned at 8:47 PM.

The raffle of old was brought back! Tickets
were sold for $1 each for a Yak 54 kit
(donated by Hobbytown) and a gallon of fuel
(donated by Things With Wings.) The win-
ners were... lost in my (Durbin's) memory.




Ziroli F9F Panther Jet build
(or how to get a jet the cheap way)

| always loved the FOF Panther, the straight-wing Grumman jet, probably from watching the
old movie “Bridges at Toko-Ri". | don’t know why,
they don’t have wild paint schemes like the P-40 &
P-51, they just look cool to me. Then along comes
the 2007 Warbirds over the Rockies and Eric Karl
brings out his Ziroli F9F. | spent some time talking
to Eric about the Panther; he told me that this one
was actually Nick Ziroli's prototype model that had
been converted from ducted fan to turbine. Eric
was now running a Funsonic 13.5 Ib thrust turbine.
| thanked him for the info and told him | would
send him the photos.

After Warbirds | researched F9F models and
found the Ziroli plans and composite kits from
Eric Karl's FOF turning final at WOTR PST, & FeiBao. The PST is the same size as the

Ziroli, (72" span) and the FeiBao is slightly larger.
At that time | was more interested in the PST, but the price of the kit, retracts, turbine, radio, &
all of the accessories put it out of my budget, so my Panther would have to wait.

The 2008 Warbirds reignited my desire for a Panther. | spent more time with Eric and he
showed me the interior layout & construction of the Panther. | have built many kits, but never
scratch built from plans and
was hesitant to take on the
Ziroli model. Figuring | could
always sell the plans if | de-
cided not to build it, | ordered
the plans from the Ziroli web-
site. A few days later, the
plans arrived and I fell in love, |
have to build this model! The
drawing showing all the form-
ers is scary; the round fuse
meant a lot of time cutting ply-
wood on the scroll saw. |
started looking for kit cutters

and found that Laser Lizard

The Panther’s former drawing, definitely a job for a laser kit

has a store on E-Bay and
was actually auctioning a Ziroli Panther short kit at the time. | was outbid, but received a mes-
sage from Laser Lizard asking if | was interesting in purchasing a short kit for $85. | ordered the
short kit, and then started making a list of balsa that would be needed and comparing prices. |
found Balsa USA was the best price for the balsa & spruce needed ($88). So | had my Panther




kit for $225, now to build the
darn thing!

| decided to start by building the

fuselage first, | could always

crank out wings, but take longer

on a fuse. This fuse is a special

challenge; it has the round

Grumman shape. It starts out

building a balsa crutch that the

formers slide over. Once the

stringers are added, most of the

crutch is removed to save

weight. You build the fuse on a

set of crutch stands that must be equal height to keep the crutch flat and the fuse straight (|

made mine of blue foam.) Once the formers are glued in place on the crutch, the stringers are
added. Also added at this time are the air
inlet ducts for the turbine, the stub wing
ribs and retract mounts. The vertical stabi-
lizer is built into the fuselage, so it builds
along with the fuse.

The part that concerned me with this build
was planking the fuselage. The fuse is
sheeted with 1/8” x ¥4” balsa planks. The
trick is that they have to taper down as the
diameter of the fuse decreases. This brings
you up to date, | have the front half
planked and will be starting the back half
this week. In the next few weeks, | will be
building wings, mounting the turbine, fuel
tanks, plumbing and all the rest.

Inlet duct & stringers in place

As for the goal of building it cheap, |
ordered the retracts from Robart, that
added $500 to the total, so | am up
to $725. Of course when | add the
turbine, the cost will really climb. My
goal is to have the Panther flying by
Warbirds. Now | have to get to work!.

Planking started, lots more to go!
