Love Air R/C General Meeting September 12, 2007
Called to order at 7:10 PM.

Dan St John showed a video from the Jet Fun Fly
last weekend.

14 pilots flew in the event and it was a success de-
spite a bit of wind.

Dan spoke about the history of jet engines. Sir
Frank Whittle built the Whittle W2-700, an 8’ diame-
ter turbojet. It was his second engine.

There are four types of engines- The turbojet, turbo-
prop, turbofan (most jetliners use this type though
high bypass turbofans are quieter) and the turboshaft (which is used on full scale helicopters.)

Model engines: One of the first to make model jet engines was Wren's MW-1. They still offer a
turbine kit. Jakadofsky Jet Engines is another well known company.

The original model turbines required an external air source to get the turbine turning.
They also ran on propane. Dan showed a video from the 1996 TOC of a JPX propane powered
jet. It took five guys to get it started!

Dan showed his turbine powered heli and described the various components of the fuel and
control system. Part of the kerosene/oil mixture is injected onto the two bearings for lubrication.
A small amount of propane is used for starting and it is contained in a small tank on-board the
craft. The latest engines will start on kerosene only and uses an igniter rather than a glow plug
as was previously used. (The downside is that igniters are very expensive.)

An automatic electronic control system handles startup. Af-
ter running up the engine RPM it goes back to idle and only
then is the throttle handed over to the R/C system.

Two stage engines: Wren and Jetcat both have two stage
engines. The third stage wheel is not connected to the com-
pressor shaft.

Dan showed a Flying Giants video including Quique’s MW-

54 turboprop YAK. Quique did hovering and acrobatics with

the turbine engine. www.turbinetoucan.com shows a full size ICAS with a turbine! Expected to
have sufficient power to hover!

Dan discussed the AMA requirements for a fixed wing turbine waiver. The qualification flight
can be done with a high speed piston plane.

What is next??? A Jet Cat with kerosene only start. A Jakadofsky PJW-PRO-TP constant
speed prop. See www.jetpilots.org The California Jets 2007 video was shown plus another




video by Harry Peckham showing a crash due to radio failure...

See the “All About Jets” link on our web site for the
complete presentation.

Van Kratzenstein showed the P-40 raffle ARF for
which he spent a significant amount of time doing
final construction. It is valued at about $3,000 in-
cluding engine, radio and retracts.

The business meeting was called to order at 8:15
PM.
